VBS during Christmas vacation will be scheduled.

- Council elections results were discussed. Tim King has volunteered to continue serving as
Treasurer. Diane Sewing will continue to serve as Director of Worship/Spiritual Life. Two
openings still exist, President and Director of Outreach.

- The Annual Cookie Walk will be on December 2. Helpers and Bakers are needed.

- The Annual meeting will include a Potluck luncheon. Easter Breakfast Plans are being
discussed.

- The next Church Council meeting is scheduled for Sunday, December 10, 2023, at 7PM.
