As
mentioned last month, we will be converting the old bathroom at the west end of
fellowship hall to a closet, as the bathroom was not used and this eliminates the need
for us to run a hot water line to that end of fellowship hall. In the end, this should help
to simplify the plumbing configuration in that room.

Our remodel project, however, remains officially on hold as we await input from
assorted vendors so that we can go back to the Village and get their formal approval of
our permit application. Clearly, we believe that will happen or we would not have
begun demo, but it's a hurdle we still need to clear and that is unfortunately not entirely
under our control.
