Highlights discussed during the April Church Council meeting are as follows:

- Plans continue to be made for holding the reVitality workshop on “Engaging Non-
churched People in the Community.” As we learn more about the workshop, we have
come to realize the workshop is intended for the Church leadership. Therefore, the
workshop will only be open to members of the Church Council for now.

- Property is getting bids for janitorial services. Inspections of our lift/elevator and
fire alarm system are being scheduled. With warm weather approaching, the air
conditioning units will also be inspected and tested.

- The Boy Scouts will be painting the Church Parking Lot Entrance as a service
project.

- The raised bed gardens project behind the church has been put on hold due to
schedule conflicts.

- Youth Ministry efforts are focusing on getting input on what we can offer to keep
our youth engaged beyond Confirmation.

- Social Ministry will not be holding a rummage sale.

- The next Church Council meeting is scheduled for Monday, May 15, 2023, at 7PM.
